What is human services?

Human services may be broadly defined as all
those systems of services and occupations that
concentrate on improving or maintaining the
physical and mental health and general well-
being of people.

What is social work?

Social work is the professional activity of
helping individuals, groups, or communities
enhance or restore their capacity for social
functioning. This may include helping people
with tangible services like food and housing,
or providing counseling or psychotherapy
services to people in need.

Individuals who excel in this field have excel-
lent communication skills (both written and
oral), are organized, are extremely empathetic,
and are good at establishing relationships
with people.

HCC’s human services and social work curri-
cula prepares students to combine knowledge
from the social and behavioral sciences with
the art of compassion and understanding to
assist people in meeting the challenges in
their lives.

The human services instructors at HCC are
committed to preparing their students to be
confident, valuable additions to the work-
place. Instructors are constantly in touch with
local social agencies to be sure course content
is fresh, relevant and comprehensive.

County Health Department.
